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Bali in Indonesien, Penang (Pulau Pinang) in Malaysia und Singapore sind drei
Inseln, die seit langem ganz besonders starken Einflissen der Globalisierung
ausgesetzt sind. Diese Inseln sind Ziele des internationalen Tourismus, haben eine
bedeutende exportorientierte Industrie und eine aufgrund von lokalen und globalen
Migrationsstromen  multiethnische = Bevdlkerung. Daraus  ergeben  sich
Entwicklungsprobleme sozialer, wirtschaftlicher und kultureller Art, die auf jeder Insel
unterschiedlich gelost werden.

Teilnehmerlnnen der Veranstaltung mussen zum Erwerb des Teilnahme- bzw
Leistungsscheins jeweils zwei der aufgefuhrten Themen bearbeiten und dazu
insgesamt zwei Papiere von 5 bis maximal 10 Seiten (172 -zeilig) vorlegen und ggf.
als Referat vortragen. Die Teilnehmerlnnen arbeiten in einer der drei Gruppen Bali,
Penang oder Singapore mit, in denen die Vortrage geplant und die Sitzungen
vorbereitet werden. Fir den Leistungsschein ist zusatzlich das Bestehen der Klausur
erforderlich. Die Nutzung von Internetresourcen und der Einsatz von Powerpoint
Prasentationen, von Karten, Dias und Filmen wird empfohlen.
